CASCADE FOOTHILLS SATURDAY FAIRE TERMS, CONDITIONS AND RULES
The following terms and conditions define the agreement between you as the Exhibitor and Cascade foothills Saturday Faire.  Participating in the faire is contingent on agreeing to, as well as adhering to, these rules.

1. Laws, rules and regulations: All pertinent fire codes, laws, ordinances and regulations pertaining to health, fire prevention and public safety shall be strictly obeyed.  The Exhibitor agrees to keep all merchandise, chairs and other equipment within the marked boundaries of the booth.

2. Space Rental: Each Agreement between Exhibitor and Faire Management will designate a space area or booth number in accordance with space available.  The Agreement will also indicate the approximate dimensions of the rented space.  Due to last minute changes caused by fire code, size of show and/or for just reason, Faire Management may relocate the Exhibitor.

3. Booth Set-Up and Staffing: The Exhibitor must be able to set up their tent/canopy and display independently, and must be ready to open for business by 10:00am.  The Exhibitor agrees that the booth under contract will be open and adequately staffed during all public show hours.  In the event the Exhibitor does not arrive to fill their space (a no show) by 9:30am on the day of the faire, the consequences will be that Faire Management will then occupy said space in such manner as it may deem best for the interest of the faire.  In the event of a no show, Fair Management will retain all funds, no refund will be made and any outstanding balance will still be due.

4. Content of Booth: Faire Management reserves the right to approve the contents and character of all exhibits and reserves the right to prohibit or expel any merchandise that is out of keeping with character of the faire.  All items to be sold must be handcrafted or locally produced.  Adult themes, or items not intended for family viewing may not be displayed.

5. Hold Harmless Agreement: This application for booth space constitutes an expressed contractual agreement between myself and Cascade Foothills Saturday Faire and it is understood and agreed that by signing this agreement I fully and finally release and hold harmless both Cascade Foothills Saturday Faire, its agents, and employees, and the landlord of the venue, and its agents and employees from any and all liability for claims of every nature and kind whatsoever, including death, personal injury, loss, theft or damages to personal property, whether or not caused by Cascade Foothills Saturday Faire or landlord’s own negligence or the negligence of their agents and employees.

6. Insurance: Exhibitor is responsible for obtaining its own insurance coverage to insure against theft, fire, smoke, flood, or any other loss or casualty.  Food vendors MUST have insurance and health department permits as required.  Please submit copy to Cascade Foothills Saturday Faire for file.

7. Security: Cascade Foothills Saturday Faire will provide security.  Faire Management shall not be liable for theft or breakage.  The Exhibitor agrees not to hold Faire Management or landlord responsible for loss, theft, fire, destruction or damage in any manner to the Exhibitor’s property.  The Exhibitor further agrees to indemnify, defend and hold Faire Management and landlord harmless from damages due to any injury to person or property caused by negligence of the Exhibitor or Exhibitor’s employees.

8. Payment/Cancellation Policies: We accept checks.  In the event of the need to cancel, a full refund will be made provided that the cancellation is received PRIOR to (the 1st of each month the faire is held).  No refunds will be made after that date.

9. Boundaries For Conducting Business: All business and displays must be within designated space.  No soliciting in the aisles, entrance or parking lot is allowed.  Exhibitors must stay inside the respective booth, as do personnel handing out flyers or information.

10. Faire Cancellation: Cancellation or rescheduling of faire – in the event of cancellation or interruption of  the event due to fire, strikes, government regulations, war, act of god, or any other cause that makes it impossible to conduct the show, your contract will terminate and the exhibitor will waive any claim for damages.  Your booth rent will be applied to the following show in the same venue.  If, for any reason the location of the show is changed, no refund will be made, but Faire Management must be able to assign exhibitors space in lieu of original space.

11. Tear Down: No exhibitor is to tear down their assigned booth space until closing of faire at 4:00 P.M.
